DEFINITION OF ELIGIBLE COVERED PERSONS FOR PURPOSES OF RECEIVING VETERANS’  “PRIORITY FOR SERVICE” 

Eligible Covered Persons

1.
Veteran - According to Title 38 USC, Section 4211 (Definitions), and VETS, an eligible veteran:


a.
served on active duty (Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps or Coast Guard) for a period of more than 180 days and was discharged or released there from with other than a dishonorable discharge; 
b.
was discharged or released from active duty (same as above) because of a service-connected disability; or 

c.
served as a member of a reserve component under an order to active duty pursuant to section 12301 (a), (d), or (g), 12302, or 12304 of title 10, served on active duty during a period of war or in a campaign or expedition for which a campaign badge is authorized and was discharged or released from such duty with other than a dishonorable discharge. 

2.
Eligible Spouse – means the spouse of any of the following:
a.
Any veteran who died of a service-connected disability; or

b.
Any member of the Armed Forces serving on active duty who, at the time of application for the priority, is listed in one or more of the following categories and has been so listed for a total of more than 90 days: (i) Missing in action; (ii) Captured in line of duty by a hostile force; or (iii) Forcibly detained or interned in line of duty by a foreign government or power; or

c.
Any veteran who has total disability resulting from a service-connected disability, as evaluated by the Department of Veterans Affairs; or

d.
Any veteran who died while a disability, as indicated in previous bullet of this section, was in existence.
